	 From the West:  I-64 East to Exit 55. Turn left 
on Route 11 North, and proceed 1/4 mile to 
stoplight.

Facility Rules:
	 Coggins:  EIA HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: The Vir-
ginia Department of Agriculture, Division of Animal 
Health, requires that all horses assembled at a 
Show, Fair, Race Meet or other such functions must 
be accompanied by an official negative Coggins. 
	 Evacuation Site:  The Horse Center is Virginia’s 
evacuation site for emergencies, such as hurri-

canes, floods, tornados, etc. In the event of such 
circumstances The Virginia Horse Center reserves 
the right to accept and accommodate horses with 
negative Coggins during an ongoing show. 
	 Needles:  The Horse Show management is re-
sponsible for any and all medical waste found in 
or around barns during or after their horse show. 
The Virginia Horse Center provides special con-
tainers for medical waste disposal in each barn for 
exhibitor use. All Shows are required to print in 
their prize list a warning to all exhibitors and train-
ers that medical waste (needles, syringes) must 
not be discarded in stalls, manure pits, garbage 
cans or on the grounds. 

1.	 No vehicles in the barns at any time. 
2.	 Golf carts, powered scooters and mopeds 

are permitted if operated in a safe manner 
by a licensed driver (this is a Virginia state 
law), but may not be used in the Coliseum 
or in the interior of any of the barns. Four-
wheelers, ATVs, are not permitted on the 
grounds. Non powered scooters, bicycles, 
skateboards, inline skates, and heelers (skates 
in shoes) are not permitted in the Coliseum 
or the interior of any of the barns. 

3.	 It is recommended that anyone riding a bike 
wear a helmet.

4.	 All pets must be kept on a leash at all times 
and are the owner’s responsibility. This is a 
county ordinance. Failure to comply will re-
sult in notifying Animal Control. ALL PETS in 
the Coliseum or in any office at any time must 
be kenneled. 

5.	 Gas, electric or propane heaters, propane 
tanks and hot plates are prohibited in stall 
areas, unless approved by the Virginia Horse 
Center management. 

6.	 The speed limit is 10 MPH on facility 
grounds. 

7.	 No horses on trailers overnight and no por-
table corrals.

8.	 No leading horses with golf cars or other 
motorized vehicles in the rings. 

9.	 No trash, needles, medical supplies etc. in 
the manure pits. 

10.	 No open fires, fireworks, or firearms are per-
mitted. 

Facility Directions/Rules
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Class Rules
	 The Show Committee reserves the right to can-
cel, combine, split and/or add classes or divisions 
depending on entries.
	 All horses must have a current Coggins, with 
the exception of foals; foals under the age of six 
months are to use their dams Coggins.  Foals over 
the age of six months must have their own current 
Coggins.  All out of state horses must have a valid 
Health Certificate dated within 30 days of the start 
of the show.
	 The same horse can only compete in two con-
secutive divisions in any discipline (e.g., Dressage, 
Hunters and Jumpers).  An example would be 
that in Dressage a horse is allowed to compete in 
Intro and Training Level Divisions; in Hunters a horse 
is allowed to compete in Green Hunters and Low 
Hunters Divisions; and in Jumpers a horse is al-
lowed to compete in Level Three and Level Four 
Divisions.
All horses shown must be registered with the IDH-
SNA and owners must be current member of the 
IDHSNA.
	 For the purposes of this show, an AMATEUR is 
one, who does not train horses under saddle or in 
harness for profit, or does not teach riding lessons 
or accept remuneration for showing horses in-
hand, under saddle or in harness.  One who trains 
horses in-hand only as part of a breeding opera-
tion is not disqualified as an amateur.  In cases of 
dispute of amateur status, the Show Chairperson 
will make the final decision.
	 FEH Series classes are held in accordance 
with USEA FEH Rules, which can be found on the 
USEA website.  In these classes horses are shown 
one at a time and on the Triangle.  Please note 
that these classes are for horses between the 
ages of One- and three-years old.  Yearlings may 
be shown in either a halter or a bridle; two- and 
three-year olds must be shown in a bridle, with 
either reins or a New Market shank.  Handlers may 
request to use an assistant with a whip if they feel 
it is needed.  
	 Breed In-Hand classes are to be held in 
typical IDHS fashion.  Horses will be walked clock-
wise around the ring.  Each horse in the ring must 
have a handler at all times.  Handlers are not to 
block the Judges view of the horse.  Horses are to 
be turned to their right.  Handlers can use an Irish 

Show Cane or dressage whip.  The Ring Steward 
will assist the Judges in announcing to the handlers 
what they are to do.
	 Dressage Prospect classes are held in ac-
cordance with USDF Rules, which can be found 
on the USDF website.  In these classes horses are 
shown one at a time and on the Triangle.  Please 
note that these classes are for horses between 
the ages of zero- and three-years old.  Foals must 
be shown in a halter and may be accompanied 
by their dam (both animals require a handler at all 
times), yearlings may be shown in either a halter or 
a bridle; two- and three-year olds must be shown 
in a bridle, with either reins or a New Market shank.  
Handlers may request to use an assistant with a 
whip if they feel it is needed.  
	 Hunter classes are judged in accordance 
with USEF rules.  
	 Jumper classes are judged in accordance 
with USEF rules.  The Jumper classes, unless other-
wise noted, will be run in accordance with USEF 
rules in Table II, Sec. 2(b), which means that the 
jump off occurs immediately following the course 
without leaving the ring.
	 The only exception to this is the Calcutta Derby 
which will be run in accordance with USEF rules in 
Table II, Sec. 2(a), which means that the jump offs 
will occur after all horses have completed their 
first round.  Maximum fence heights will start at 
3’3” and jump off rounds will not exceed 4’3”.  
	 The pot of money raised by the Auction will be 
split with one third of the moneys collected going 
to the IDHSNA Annual Show and the two thirds 
being awarded incrementally and split 50/50 be-
tween the owner of the horse and the spectator 
that won the horse/rider combination in the auc-
tion.

Attire
	 Below are the recommendations for appropri-
ate attire in each discipline.  Note that often this is 
a judgment of the individual and in all instances the 
show committee would recommend a neat and 
tidy appearance.
	 Dressage – riders to dress in a black or navy 
jacket, stock, white shirt, cream or white breeches 
with black boots.  Handlers in the Dressage Pros-
pect classes typically wear a polo style shirt with

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khaki type pants/slacks and either Jodhpur boots 
or tennis shoes.
	 Hunters – riders to dress in a riding jacket, shirt, 
appropriate choker or tie, breeches, and boots.
	 Breed In-Hand – handlers and assistants to wear 
appropriate attire for showing horses in-hand, al-
lowing freedom of movement and protective 
hand, head and footwear is recommended.  
	 Jumpers – riders are encouraged to dress in a 
riding jacket, shirt, appropriate choker or tie, how-
ever, collared shirts are acceptable, along with 
breeches, and boots.
	 USEA FEH Series – Handlers in the FEH series 
classes typically wear a polo style shirt with khaki 
type pants/slacks and either Jodhpur boots or 
tennis shoes.
	 At all times appropriate safety head gear is to 
be worn by any and all mounted riders.  
	 If the weather is extremely hot it is up to the 
discretion of the Show Chairperson to determine 
acceptable riding attire.

TURN OUT
	 Below are the minimum requirements for ap-
propriate turn out for each discipline.
	 Dressage – horse to be clean, manes braided.  
Appropriate bit, whip and spurs for the level of 
test being ridden.  Horses tack to be in accor-
dance with USDF rules.
	 Combined Tests – horses to be clean, manes 
braided for the Dressage portion.  Appropriate 
bit, whip and spurs for the level of the test/course 
being ridden.  Horses tack to be in accordance 
with USEA rules.
	 Hunters – horses to be clean, manes braided.  
Appropriate tack for the type of class entered.  
Horses tack to be in accordance with USEF rules.
	 Breed In-Hand – horses to be clean, manes on 
horse’s one-year of age or older braided. Pure-
bred horses should not have their fetlock hair 
trimmed off.  Horses tails should be neat and tidy.  
	 Jumpers – horses to be clean, it is recommend-
ed that mane not be braided.  Horses tack to be 
in accordance with USEF rules.
	 USEA FEH – Please note that for the FEH Se-
ries classes the USEA recommends that manes be 
neat and tidy and not braided.  Horses tack to be 
in accordance with USEA FEH Series Rules.

	 Partbred In-Hand Championship - Open to 
horses who received a first or second place rib-

	 Get of Sire – Two or more get of a single Sire to 
be judged as a group.  Use appropriate tack and 
turn out for the age of each entry.  Coordination 
with the Stallion Owner is recommended.  Entry 
for this class will occur at the show no later than 
9:00 AM on Saturday, October 3, 2009.
	 Progeny of Dam - Two or more progeny of 
a single Dam to be judged as a group.  Use ap-
propriate tack and turn out for the age of each 
entry.
